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Save a Cup Recycling was launched in 1992 as a ‘Not for Profit’ company to offer its clients a collection and recycling service for their used / waste hard walled polystyrene vending cups.

Since April 2007 Save a Cup has been offering its clients a more extensive collection and recycling service.  We can now collect and recycle the following waste streams; -
· Hard wall polystyrene (PS-06)drinking cups 

· Polypropylene (PP-05) cups usually used for water dispensing
· Paper cups -

It is essential a client wishing to use the Save a Cup scheme segregates the differing types of waste products at source as this is necessary for successful recycling.  Failure to comply with this requirement will result in the waste collected having to be disposed of via the ‘Energy from Waste’ programme or Landfill.  

If a client wishing to use Save a Cup for the collection and recycling of their waste paper cups is using both the standard and bio-gradable cups these must be kept separate as they are taken to different types of facility for recycling.
To assist the client in segregating the different waste streams at source Save a Cup use a colour co-ordinated bin and sack system

· Grey cup stacking bin & sack for Polystyrene (PS-06) cups

· Blue cup stacking bin & sack for Polypropylene (PP-05) cups

· Green cup stacking bin & sack for the standard Paper cups

· Green cup stacking bin & Bio-degradable sack for the Bio-degradable cups

· No specific bin but Pink sacks for the Drink Dispensing Sachets 

· General Waste Bin available if required
· No specific bin but Pink sacks for the collection of Cans

· Free starter pack issued when registering via Save a Cup 

including five cardboard bins
